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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) examine conditions and problems
of operations in accordance with the National Standard of Child Center;
2) establish the guidelines for potential development of child care teachers in
implementing the National Standard of Child Center into practice; and 3) follow up the
effects after the implementation. The target group comprised 15 co-researchers and
six informants and supervisors. This research employed two spirals of a 4-stage
participatory action research comprising 1) planning, 2) action, 3) observation, and
4) reflection. The research instruments included a pre-posttest evaluation after
the workshop, an interview form, an observation form, and an assessment form.
Quantitative data were analyzed through percentage, mean, standard deviation and
percentage of progress. The qualitative analyses were also carried out by content
analysis technique.

The findings were as follows:

1. Conditions and problems of implementation in accordance with

the National Standard of Child Center at the Child Development Center under
Sang Kho Sub-district Administration Organization, Phu Phan District,

Sakon Nakhon Province revealed that:



1.1 In term of current conditions, the administrative management,
instructional process for children development, and quality of children were
unsystematic and limited to provision in nurturing children’s learning; for instance,
insufficient media and equipment for learning experience management, and learning
resources from both inside and outside of the classroom.

1.2 In term of current problems, the child care teachers had limited
knowledge and understanding in operating the Child Development Centers to promote
and support administrative management for children development based on the
National Standard of Child Center.

2. The proposed guidelines for developing the potential of child care
teachers to operate administrative management based on the National Standard of
Child Center involved: 1) Workshop; 2) Actual Practice Based on the National Standard
of Child Center; and 3) Internal Supervision.

3. The effects after the implementation found that:

3.1 In terms of a workshop, the researcher and co-researchers
obtained better knowledge and understanding concerning operations based on
the National Standard of Child Center, as a whole at a high level (X = 3.96,

S.D. = 0.31)

3.2 In terms of operations based on the National Standard of Child
Center in overall: 1) Administrative management as a whole was at a high level with
the mean scores of 3.88 and the percentage point progress of 33.00; 2) Instructional
process for child development as a whole was at a high level with the mean score of
3.85 and the percentage point progress of 28.20; 3) Quality of children as a whole
was at a high level with the mean score of 3.80 and the percentage point progress of
31.80. This could be concluded that in overall, the second spiral obtained a higher
level of mean scores than the first spiral, with the mean scores of 3.84 and the
percentage point progress of 29.00.

3.3 In terms of internal supervision, the researcher and
the co-researchers gained better knowledge and understanding, including skills and

operational approaches based on the National Standard of Child Center.
