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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research aimed to examine conditions, problems and
effectiveness of school academic affairs administration of Phrapariyattidhamma
Schools, General Education Division, Group 8 under the National Office of
Buddhism. The samples, obtained through Proportional Stratified Random
Sampling technique, were 40 administrators, 103 teachers, and 74 monk teachers,
yielding a total of 217 participants in the academic year 2017. The research
instrument for data collection was a rating scale questionnaire containing three
aspects: conditions, problems, and effectiveness of school academic affairs
administration with the reliability values ranging 0.965, 0.980, and 0.976
respectively. The statistics employed were percentage, mean and standard
deviation. The hypothesis testing was done through t- test and F - test (One -
Way ANOVA).

The findings were as follows:

1. The conditions and effectiveness of school academic affairs



administration of Phrapariyattidhamma Schools, General Education Division,
Group 8 under the National Office of Buddhism, as perceived by participants were
at a high level, whereas the problems were at a moderate level.

2. The conditions, problems and effectiveness of school academic affairs
administration, as perceived by participants showed no difference.

3. Conditions and effectiveness of school academic affairs administrations
perceived by participants from different school sizes, were not different. The
problems were different at a statistical significance of .01 level in overall and
each aspect. Participants from small schools perceived the said variables at a
higher level than ones from medium schools.

4. The conditions and problems of school academic affairs administration
as perceived by participants working in schools from different provinces were
different at the.01 level of statistical significance in overall and each aspect,
whereas the effectiveness was not different.

5. The guidelines, covered nine aspects for upgrading school academic

affairs administration, were proposed.
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
